In this example, we will connect Ohm on WiFi to a Nibe heat pump.

Power supply via Micro USB 5V DC

Connect GND and Rout on Ohm on WiFi to the inputs for the outdoor or room sensor on your

device. Use a two-wire cable with at least 0.75 mm² conductors. 

Connect Ohm on WiFi to external power using a standard Micro USB cable.
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
